2021 EXHIBITING RULES & REGULATIONS

· If you leave before 5 pm with your exhibit on the last day, your armband will be cut-off, and if you want to return to the Show Grounds you will have to pay gate admission.

· Golf carts, gators/mules and lawnmowers are the only vehicles allowed to be ridden inside the park. The hours that you can ride on the tram route and tractor row are 6am – 10am and after 5pm.  You can ride the above said vehicles at any time in the wooded campground area as long as you do not block the tram route.  Please do not ride any vehicles, except a scooter or electric wheelchair or PCV on the paved road at any time.  No one under the age of 16 is allowed to drive a golf cart, lawnmower or gator without adult supervision.  Golf carts and gators/mules must have at least $50,000 Liability insurance and must be registered at the Office Gate.  A $20 registration fee applies.  A copy of the policy must be shown at time of registration and the golf cart or gator must be specified on the policy or a letter from the insurance company must state that the golf cart or gator is insured.
· No alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs will be tolerated on park grounds.
· Exhibitors are NOT permitted to sell any type of food, drink, caps or t-shirts. Violators will be asked to leave.

· Items brought to be sold at the auction and items purchased at the auction will not/cannot be registered as an exhibit.

· Only 1 vehicle other than camper, travel trailer, motor home will be allowed on each exhibitor camp site. All other vehicles will need to park in the parking lot.

· Dogs with up-to-date immunization records will be permitted at the exhibitor campsite. Dogs will not be permitted in the concert area or inside bathhouses. They must be on a leash at all times and cleaned up after.

· Open campfires in the exhibitor camping areas are prohibited, unless you bring you own portable campfire device and wood.

· Denton FarmPark maximum speed limit is 5 MPH for all motorized vehicles.
· All trailers that are not necessary for the exhibit should be placed in the trailer parking area.

· When leaving your exhibitor campsite at end of show, please make sure all trash is picked up and placed into a garbage bag and place the garbage in the nearest garbage can. Also return all leveling devices, such as pieces of lumber or slabs of wood to the places they were found. Please leave your site as clean as you found it!

· Quiet time for the park is from 11 pm to 6 am July 1 – July 5, 2021
· We would like to encourage as many of you as possible to stay on the last day of the show. There are still people coming to see the show. Registration Schedule is as follows: Saturday, June 26, 2021 10 am  - 5 pm; Sunday, June 27, 2021 10 am – 5pm – Monday, June 28, 2021 10 am - 5 pm; Tuesday, June 29, 2021 10 am  - 5 pm; Wednesday, June 30, 2021 10 am – 5 pm; Thursday, July 1, 2021 8 am – 8 pm; Friday, July 2, 2021  8 am – 8 pm; Saturday, July 3, 2021 8 am – 5 pm Sunday, July 4, 2021 8 am – 8pm; Monday, July 5, 2021 8 am – 12pm.

· If you are camping, please notify the inspector upon arrival if you have an exhibit.
ENGINE RULES & REGULATIONS
1- To qualify as an engine exhibitor, an antique engine should be restored and in running condition. The engines must be demonstrated during the show. There should be 2 or more engines equaling 1 Horsepower to qualify as an exhibit. Model engine exhibitors/collectors are welcome. There should be more than 2 model engines in a collection. 
2- All engines will be subject to the inspector upon arrival and before registration.

3- All engines in an exhibit will be registered under one name using one (1) registration card. An exhibitor will receive 2 armbands, which shall be worn at all times, and one badge. Additional adults will be charged gate admission. 
4- If you are bringing engines for the sole purpose to sell, you will need to report your intentions to the inspectors. You will need to pay for your selling site and complete the necessary paperwork and pay general gate admission. The charge will be $25.00 per every 15 feet of front footage used. 
5- Engine Exhibitors who have renewed their exhibitor sites will need to bring their receipt(s) and show them to the inspectors. Some exhibitors have sites that are designated by their initials on trees, as well as designated on their receipts. Other exhibitors have their electrical box and plug numbers on their receipts. 
6- It is the responsibility of the engine owner to make sure their engines are operated safely. Do not leave your engines running and/or unattended.
TRACTOR AND LAWN TRACTOR RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. To qualify as a Tractor Exhibitor and/or Lawn Mower/Lawn Tractor Exhibitor, the tractor and/or Lawn Mower/Lawn Tractor must be 35 years or older, it should be restored or to some degree restored and in running condition.

2. Pedal Tractor collectors are welcome. You should have two (2) or more in a collection.

3. Tractor Registration is located inside the gate from the John Deere and Case campgrounds.

4. All tractors will be subject to the inspector upon arrival and before registration.

5. All tractors must be registered under one name using one (1) registration card  All tractors exhibitors will receive 2 armbands and a badge. Additional adults will be charged gate admission.

6. After registering the tractors, all tractors must be put in line on Tractor Row parked perpendicular to the road.

7. There will be no operation of any tractors during Show hours except for those participating in the Parade of Power each day and in the Tractor Pulls.

8. Lawn tractors will not be operational during show hours. They can be operational from 6 am to 11 am and after 5 pm each show day.

9. If you park a tractor in an area that is not designated for tractors, the park has the right to move it to a designated area.

10. Tractors may be unloaded inside show grounds prior to start of show. After the show begins, all unloading will take place outside show grounds.

11. Persons under the age of 16 will not be permitted to drive a tractor unless accompanied by a licensed adult.

12. Due to Denton FarmPark Insurance Regulations, the owner of a tractor, lawn mower/ lawn tractor must be in attendance while it is running.

13. All owners of tractors, lawn mowers/lawn tractors must be knowledgeable in the proper and safe operations of them. 
14. Tents will be allowed on the front row of Tractor Row for exhibition purposes ONLY leave.

15.  Tractor, lawn mower/lawn tractor exhibitors who have exhibitor sites will need to bring their receipts. If you are new to having an exhibitor site, please check with the engine gate to find out where your site is located.

16. All trailers must be placed in the trailer parking area.

17. No tractors may be operational during the Church service.
ANTIQUE CAR/TRUCK RULES & REGULATIONS
1- To qualify as an Antique Car/Truck/Motorcycle Exhibitor, a vehicle must be at least 35 years old; restored, in running condition and road worthy. Exceptions to this are cars/trucks that are less than 30 years old, but are of a rare status. Prior arrangements should be made on these types of vehicles.

2- All antique cars/trucks will be subject to the inspector upon arrival and before registration.

3- All antique cars/trucks are to be registered under one name. An antique car/truck exhibitor will receive 2 armbands and a badge. Any additional adults will be charged gate admission.

4- After registration, the vehicle will be put in line with the other antique cars/trucks.
5- Registration for all antique vehicles will be from 8 am – 12 pm each Show Day.
